The North American College in conjunction with the Navy Chaplain Corps offers a summer training program as a chaplain candidate.  This apostolate aims at offering the seminarian an introduction to the ministerial needs of the Navy and basic officer training for that purpose.  Practically speaking, the seminarian will receive training to meet the pastoral needs of all Navy personnel with special attention to the special needs of catholic service members.  This includes assisting at Mass and participating in the parish life of the Navy community.   

This program is available to any seminarian who is thinking about either participating in Active or Reserve Naval service.  It favors seminarians who would like the flexibility of making a decision about entering the Navy as a chaplain after careful discernment.  Requirements include an ecclesiastical endorsement from the seminarian’s bishop and sponsorship from the Military Archdiocese.   Although the candidate will be granted a commission in the Naval Reserve, there is no obligation beyond the initial summer apostolate.  This is so that the bishop and seminarian can freely make a decision about the possibility of Naval Service in the future.  

The program consists of six weeks of naval training divided into class preparation and a base or ship experience in the European theater.  The program operates as an extension of the Navy Chaplain School based in Newport, Rhode Island and is located at the Naval Support Activity Center located in Naples, Italy.

This opportunity, led by Fr. Brendan Lally, S.J., will take 10 – 14 seminarians for a two week experience of immersion in the reality of the developing world as found in post war El Salvador.  

The program will put us in contact with the different strata of society, the Church, government, small faith communities, groups that have been a part of the struggle for justice, those who are economically poor, in both the city and in rural areas, the educational community, especially as found in the University of Central America and their mission on behalf of those who have been oppressed by economic injustice, as well as in the inner city Catholic schools run for those who are poor.

 
The program will provide the opportunity to visit rural farms, the “microwave” communities – families relocated after natural disasters into corrugated tin houses, those ministering to street gangs, the missionaries of peace (mothers of the missing), Catholic parish communities in both the city and the mountains, the local Bishop, the sites associated with the lay, Maryknoll and Jesuit Martyrs of El Salvador, the place of the martyrdom of Bishop Oscar Romero,  as well as clinics and cooperative workshops in the villages.  

 
Our objective will be to come to know and understand the faith and struggle for justice of the Salvadoran people and to appreciate the Church poor, and the priestly and prophetic witness it is called upon to give in a developing world situation through the work of the diocesan clergy and religious, as well as lay leadership, in their service to the people of God.

The purpose of this program is to assist seminarians from the United States to have a better understanding of that human and faith journey, as representative of the experience of those in the developing Latin American world, so as to deepen in pastoral sensitivity and understanding of the background of the Hispanic communities in the United States, which may at some point be under their pastoral care.  The time in El Salvador will also provide the opportunity to stand in solidarity with those who are poor and to appreciate the strength of their faith. 

 
The program will include the celebration of daily Eucharist, often with small rural communities, daily spiritual-personal reflection as a group and journaling.  It will conclude with three days for more extensive theological-spiritual reflection before departing from El Salvador.

 
Prior to departure for El Salvador, four orientation sessions will prepare the group for the summer program.  This program is open to men in 1st through 5th year theology.

Mentor Program:  In this program seminarians from the North American College help with “English Language Camps.”  The camps are for Polish students (ages 12-19) who have studied English in school and who need practice speaking English.  The camps run for two week sessions with 50-60 participants and groups of 10-12.  Most activities are in English.  The schedule includes:

· Mornings:  3-4 hours of conversation (8:00 a.m. – 12:00 noon), 

· Lunch and siesta (12:00 – 3:00 p.m.)

· Afternoon recreation (3:00 p.m. – 6:00 p.m.).  
· Mass on Sunday.  Access to a car allows the seminarian to go to daily Mass.
· Evening activities (songs, camp fire, etc.).  If possible, bring a musical instrument.
The camps run every two weeks from June 25 to August 31, and a special session for university students from September 1-14.  

Cultural Immersion:  The professors or seminarians from Poland will accompany the American seminarians as they visit families, churches, and cultural sites in the surrounding area on the weekend between the camps and for up to two weeks after the camps, if the seminarians would like to participate.  Seminarians would be asked to pay for the travel expenses if they wished to travel extensively throughout Poland.
Benefits:  Seminarian mentors will be provided with:

· room and board for both the English camps and the cultural immersion

· the round trip flight (Rome > Warsaw > Rome)

· access to a car for visiting local cultural sites
Requirements:  Seminarians are required to help with at least two camps in order to receive the round trip air fare.  They could choose to complete this service in four consecutive weeks.  Or they could serve in a camp for two weeks, then participate in two weeks of cultural immersion, and then serve in a second camp.  The seminarians need to arrive 2-3 days before the start of the camp.  

Preparation:  If possible, interested seminarians could visit Poland over Christmas break in order to learn more about the program and to meet the professors and animators.  The room and board for this trip would be provided.  However, the seminarian would need to assume traveling expenses.

Where:  Either at Zakrzow (near Krakow) or at Legucki Mlyn (near Olsztyn).

LSDC is a girls primary and high school located in central Kolkata (Calcutta).  The school is a unique institution, at once providing quality English-medium education to both those who can and cannot afford tuition.  About half of the day pupils are from the neighboring slums.  The school is home to two original projects, conceived by pupils and school staff together.  The one that has most radically altered the school's mission is the Rainbow Program, a program that has opened the doors of the school to children of Kolkata who would ordinarily find their home on the street or in depraved situations of poverty or abuse.  These children live at the school on a permanent basis, and are over a period of time integrated into the academic program of the LSDC or other schools in the area appropriate to their language capacity.  While the pupils attending LSDC on a regular basis are usually nearly fluent in Bengali (the local language), Hindi (the national language), and English (the ordinary language of the school), many of the Rainbow students have only very limited exposure to English and Hindi and profit from English speaking visitors.  The Rainbow children benefit from daily lessons from the ordinary pupils of the school during their time prior to their integration into a normal school.  The Village Program is another original program, which sees the ordinary pupils of the school going out into the neighboring villages to teach and assist the faculties of village schools.

Those planning a trip to Kolkata and who plan volunteer at LSDC should realize that while their time can surely be appreciated and helpful, they must be flexible and open to the diverse and changing needs of the school.  Possibilities include tutoring and mentoring the male day-boarders, the Rainbow children, the younger grammar school pupils, teaching, being involved in the mobile library, distributing food to the lame in the train stations, accompanying students into the villages, among others.  Affiliated with the school is also a group that works to provide basic medical care to the sick in the train stations, slums, and villages, and also to the Rainbow children.  The seminarian should be prepared to work hard and to do so with a spirit of independence, initiative, and creativity.  

The Missionaries of Charity are also close by and receive volunteers, though the number of summertime volunteers has been growing in recent years to the point that volunteers may be asked to only work a few hours a day at most.

My experience in India was most enjoyable and inspiring.

The program begins with a wonderful orientation to Ukraine and UCU.  After that the month-long camp begins.  The staff is made up the Director, Fr. Taras Karpiuk, the Spiritual Director, Fr. Robert Anderson, the Academic Director, John Kurey, and about 15-20 American volunteers, ages 23 and up.  The student body includes UCU students at the freshman/sophomore level, as well as religious, including Basilian brothers and Redemptorist sisters.  

The day begins with the Divine Liturgy of St. John Chrysostom.  After breakfast, there is class for about three hours.  Then comes Sext (Midday Prayer) and lunch.  After lunch is a reading class.  This is followed by electives, which the volunteers prepare according to personal interest before arriving in Ukraine.  After about two hours of free time comes Vespers and supper.  The evenings are filled with wonderful activities, including soccer, baseball, bonfires, dances, singing, and a talent show, as well as listening to each other’s stories.  Everything on the premises of the camp is in English.

There are a number of outings.  We went to liturgies at local and distant parishes (in Ukrainian, of course).  We had several three-and-one-half hour pontifical liturgies with the bishop (standing the entire time).  Other outings included a day pilgrimage, and the sites of Lviv.

In sum, the English Summer School is permeated by a spiritual atmosphere.  The people are incredibly friendly, and the stories that they tell are amazing.  And, finally, volunteers should have no problem eating potatoes or borscht.

The dates for Summer Course 2005 will be from about June 14 to about July 14 (give or take 3 days at either end).  If any or all of you are interested, I will need to know by Christmas.  Once I sort out who will teach from you all (as I may have more or less than I need), I will let you know.  Then we will need to confirm with each other by Easter and sign the waiver forms.
 
The cost of the air tickets (and health insurance if needed) is paid by the seminarian.  Nevertheless, we will try to help teachers with individual costs that run over US $1,000.  Room and board is free.   Expect to teach between 10 and 15 hours per week, 5 days per week, for E.P.30 per hour (about $5.00 per hour).  Your afternoon participation in study halls and outings is unpaid.  

If you want to tour, try to do anything more than an over-night trip BEFORE or AFTER the course.  Also, there is a real need to have a structured/mandatory "study hall" in the afternoons so that private afternoon outings should be kept to a minimum.  While part of your reason for coming to teach might be to see Egypt some, my focus is having a quality course for the seminarians.  All this might sound very "black and white" but it's important that the seminary priorities are clear.  It will be good to have you with us, but the commitment issue is an important one for organization sake.

The faculty in 2003 included George Weigel, Father Richard Neuhaus, Michael Novak, Russell Hittinger, and Father Maciej Zięba, O.P.  There were approximately 15 students from the United States, and 25 students from Eastern Europe.  The seminar was housed in the Dominican priory in the historic center of Krakow.  Each morning, there would be lectures by two of the faculty.  In the afternoon, there were smaller discussion groups led by the faculty.  During the three weeks of the program, the seminar also traveled to Czestochowa, the Divine Mercy Shrine, Wawel Cathedral, the Wieliczka Salt Mine and Auschwitz.  There was also a weekend rafting trip in Southern Poland and a hiking trip in the Tatras Mountains.   All in all, the Tertio Millenio Seminar is an excellent program for the seminarian interested in Catholic social thought and in gaining exposure to the peoples and cultures of Eastern Europe.
