My primary role in the parish of Santa Maria della Collonella in Rimini was to work with the children in a summer camp.  The children were from 6 years to 14 years old, and there were other opportunities to work with teenagers in the afternoon and evenings.  The camp provides activities and excursions for the children of the parish located in the city of Rimini but outside the tourist area of the city.


The day began with Morning Prayer and Mass at 8 a.m.  After a short breakfast the camp began at 9 a.m.  The day included physical activities including sports, drama, dance, etc. as well as time for study.  On Wednesdays and Fridays, the camp has an excursion most often to the beach.  Most of the 50-60 children would leave around 12:30, at which time the remaining students and the staff of the parish would eat pranzo.  Following pranzo the 20 or so remaining people would have general free time.  Three days a week, I had private Italian lessons with a teacher in the parish, working on grammar, comprehension, pronunciation, and conversation.  Evening prayer was celebrated as a parish, and following this we had cena in the rectory.


Evenings were free.  Yet there were plenty of other activities to do: choir rehearsals, scout meetings, and a ‘Revelations’ bible study.  Weekends also provided time for Italian reading and study.  One weekend, I accompanied teens camping while others provided opportunities for me to experience Italian weddings and funerals.


Accommodations were simple yet comfortable.  The rectory was the upper floor of the parish offices and included the typical kitchen, living/dining room, pastor’s study, and three bedrooms.  I shared a room with the seminarian from Rimini.  There was no air-conditioning but a comfortable sea-breeze existed.

Pastoral work in a parish at the start of the placement, as the Catholic schools in London do not close until the end of July, three weeks at the St John Bosco Camp and then the rest of the time until their return to Rome on holiday in the UK or using the parish base to visit London and the South East.

Westminster Cathedral (a.k.a., the Metropolitan Cathedral of the Most Precious Blood) is a superior site to spend a summer with our Lord.  Basic parish responsibilities include: serving at Mass, distributing Holy Communion, some reception work, visiting the homebound and bringing the Eucharist to them.  However these don't begin to describe the wealth of experiences available.  At the center of English Catholic life, Westminster is an active pilgrimage site with a superior liturgical tradition that compliments the formation at NAC.  Pilgrims constantly visit from around England and the world.  Each day long lines wait at the confessionals and the Eucharistic chapel is filled with people praying, showing that the Cathedral's spiritual life is alive and well. Ample time is given for prayer, study, pilgrimages to various holy sites (e.g. Oxford and Canterbury), and visits to major cultural attractions around London.  
Finally, living conditions are excellent for a seminarian.  The "clergy house" (which is a distinct entity from the Archbishop's Residence) is staffed by 10 priests ranging in age from their 30's to 80's, as well as visiting priests from the U.S. who all show great hospitality.  The living arrangement included a simple but comfortable room, laundry service, and an allowance of 75 Pounds / week (enough to cover visits around London, and day trips on my day off.).  Morning and Evening Prayer are prayed in community with the people in the Cathedral each day.  In summary, Westminster is an active, joyous and healthy Catholic community where all aspects of a seminarian's formation will receive attention simply by nature of the work he is doing.  At the same time, he will have the extremely capable support of a community of healthy and holy priests focused on the love of our Lord and service of his people.  If interested in this ministry or for help in establishing contact with the Administrator of the Cathedral, speak with Vincent DeRosa.

The Consolata Missionaries have several missions in Africa.  The primary country for summer placement would be in Kenya.  The placement would be for a minimum of one month, and a stay of six weeks would be more beneficial.

The possibility for mission experiences could be grouped into three different areas.  

1. URBAN:  Large and vibrant church parishes with many families who are immigrants.  Pastoral work includes outreach to refugees and people in the slums.   Locations:  Nairobi or Mombasa (Kenya), Dares Salaam (Tanzania).

2. RURAL:  This is known as standard African ministry with catechesis and sacramental ministry to farm workers and scattered families.  It would include the typical African lifestyle.  

3. NOMADIC:  This is in the remote desert where there are few Christians.  There is little structure of parish life, few resources, no electricity, poor roads, etc.
